OPIUM WARS : EGYPT & SUDAN

Although China exported large
amounts of tea and silk to Europe, the
Chinese government severely restricted
imports. Foreign traders could only
operate from two ports, Macau and
Canton, the majority sequestered in
Canton.

British merchants tried to get around
these restrictions by smuggling opium
from India into China.. Although the
dangers of opium were well known, the
British government backed the mer-
chants in their illegal trade. In 1839,
Chinese officials seized all the opium
stored in British warehouses in Canton,
thereby giving Britain the political ex-
cuse needed to force the issue. What
resulted was the First Opium War.
Canton was captured by British forces
on 24 May 1841, as was Shanghai on
19 June 1842. The Treaty of Nanjing
was signed on 29 August 1842, open-
ing five new ports to foreign trade and
leasing a festering swampy island
known as Hong Kong to Britain as a
colony for the next 150 years.

But only 14 years later the Chinese
seized the British ship Arrow in Octo-
ber of 1856, on suspicion of opium
smuggling. War was declared and in
1858 the Chinese were forced to the
treaty table in Tientsin. However, the
Chinese were incensed by the behav-
iour of foreign traders and tried to
block the new treaty, leading a com-
bined Anglo-French force to fight their
way upriver from Tientsin to storm and
capture Peking, looting the Forbidden
City as they went. The Second Opium

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War ended with the signing of the
Treaty of Peking on 24 October
1860.

EGYPT & THE SUDAN

In the late 1850s a French diplo-
mat, Ferdinand de Lesseps, presided
over a major new work in the Middle
East, designed to shorten interna-
tional sea travel to India and the Far
east by some 6,000 miles. When it
opened on 17 November 1869, more
than ten years later, the Suez Canal
was proclaimed one of the Wonders
of the Modern Age.

The canal’s opening was a major
boon for the European trading pow-
ers, as it not only significantly re-
duced the time taken to reach Asia, it
also avoided the dangerous seas
around South Africa. However, de-
spite the importance of the canal to
British interests, the government of
the time took no part in the canal’s
funding or construction. In 1875
Benjamin Disraeli, then prime minis-
ter for his second term, purchased a
large parcel of shares in his own
name from the Khedive of Egypt,
Isma’il Pasha, which he presented to
the government. When unrest in the
region threatened the canal, Britain
quickly stepped in and took control
of Egypt as a protectorate (1882). In
1888 an international convention was
signed making the canal open for use
by vessels of all nations.

British rule in Egypt coincided with
the rise of the Mahdi in Sudan and
the resultant rebellion (yes, the Fuzzy
Wuzzies and Dervishes). An Egyp-
tian army — poorly equipped, poorly
trained and ineffectually led by a
British commander — was despatched
in 1883 to help restore order, and
promptly defeated by the Mahdi’s
forces. Prime minister Gladstone
sent General Gordon (aka Chinese
Gordon) to oversee the withdrawal of
Egyptian troops from Sudan.

Instead, Gordon seized what he saw
as an opportunity to defeat the Ma-
hdi, capturing Khartoum deep within
the Sudan. However, the Mahdi’s
forces were rallied and by March of
1884 General Gordon was besieged
in Khartoum, finally being killed in
the storming of the city. The British
public were outraged, the govern-
ment tottered, but no revenge for
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Gordon was forthcoming until Kitch-
ener was despatched with British
troops in 1898, long after the death of
the Mahdi. By October (the Battle of
Omdurman), the Sudan came under
British rule and Kitchener of Khar-
toum had become the poster boy of
the British Army, a darling of the
press and widely sought as a guest.

DBreakfast, as the first meal of the
day, even in an orderly household a
certain amount of freedom is allowed.

REVISITED

Saturday 19" September dawned
wet and promised worse, but, sure in
the knowledge that God is an English-
man, the Dragoons Expeditionary At-
tack Force — the DEAF for conven-
ience, although clearly not for the clar-
ity of orders received — made its way
through successive bands of precipita-
tive condensates, each one appearing
worse than the last, until they arrived in
the environs of Matamata. And along-
side us, filling the space beneath the
trees of Founder’s Park, a damp but
enthusiastically gathered throng of as-
sorted Home School students, older
siblings, friends and family, all keen
for the off and well-equipped with the
sinews of war.

following the necessary scene-
setting presentation on the Battle of
Hastings, wherein the listeners were
given a last tweak to their enthusiasm,
and the equally vital reiteration of the
Rules of Engagement, the English and
Norman forces were arrayed with a
healthy sprinkling of Military Advi-
sors, all set to prove the strength and
righteousness of their respective
causes.

There
were some very fine examples of
duelling and swordplay, although
none that stood out enough to earn
special note. However, the overall
performance of their various duties
was well done, with both Duke Wil-
liam and King Haroldene being well-
supported by their respective armies.

%y the time of the first actual con-
tact the ground was already littered
with a carpet of flour bombs, some
acting as UXBs and proving equally
dangerous to friend or foe. Over the
next several minutes the respective
armies surged back and forth over
New Senlac Ridge, with the Norman
Colours being severely threatened on
several occasions. It must be said
that the sole defender of the Norman
colourbearer was doing his job like a
Trojan, fending off attackers from all
sides.

After ten minutes of organised
chaos, with the death-toll rising rap-
idly into the quadruple digits, it was
time for the duel of the Champions,
which could well have altered the
outcome of the history of this portion
of the Empire ... but proved not to
have done on the close examination
of the entrails of a particularly tasty
chicken by the Regiment’s Druid-in-
Residence. The pitched battle that
followed ended with a field of bodies
being rapidly revived by the Nurses
as the English line was hard-pressed
by the Normans, only to have a brief
respite that ended with the English
charging down on the seriously disor-
dered Normans, thereby disordering
them still further.

MHowever, being dogged battlers,
the Normans regrouped and carried
the battle back upslope in one of
those regular reverses that one ex-
pects in a Pacifist Battle, driving the
English back onto their base line be-
fore being driven back at great cost to
both sides. A series of mad charges
followed, as well as a final barrage of
flourbombs that had been lurking
awaiting the opportunity for flight or
freedom, or perhaps a little bit of
both. The battle raged on, but the
end was never really in doubt as King
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Haroldene, whilst gazing up to check
the lie of the sun with regards to sun-
set, took the famous shaft to the eye
and fell. The game was up, the battle
lost, and none victorious bar the vic-
tors. Well, the game was up, apart
from the final charge into the assem-
bled throng by Her Majesty’s Farces,
which was certainly called for, one is
positively convinced, although not
quite certain as to why.

And then; following the Hand-
shake Charge, the Moa Parade, Three
Cheers, and most of luncheon; then
as further proof, if any was actually
needed by anyone named Thomas,
that God is an Englishman, the skies
opened, to sluice the field and draw a
clear line under the battling portion
of the day. An altogether thoroughly
enjoyable battle and a particularly
fine one to serve as the first Perform-
ance Tour battle on home soil.

The following recipe is one of Cook’s
winter favourites

ANZAC BISCUITS

Flour 1 Cup
Sugar 60z
Rolled Oats 2 Cups
Butter 4oz
Golden Syrup 1Tbsp
Bicarbonate of Soda  YAtsp
Raisins 1-2Tbsp
Boiling water 2 Tbsp

Mix flour, sugar and rolled oats (if
desired, replace 1 cup rolled oats
with 1 cup coconut for added fla-
vour). Melt butter and golden syrup
while dissolving bicarbonate of soda
in boiling water, then mix together.
Make a well in the dry ingredients
and pour in liquid, mix well. Place in
spoonfuls on greased trays (NB: this
mixture spreads).

Bake for 15-20 minutes until golden
brown at 350°F.

Half a cup of dried fruit may be
added to vary the flavour (ANZACs
On Furlough).

A good object lesson in decadence in
dress and manners (somehow the two
are inextricably connected) is pre-
sented at the present day by one of
our most important universities,
where it is still fondly supposed all
that can be known about the art of
dressing is known, and where, in fact,
once upon a time it was.

Only a few years ago if a man en-
tered the stalls of the theatre there in
anything but evening dress he was
reckoned a “bounder” at once. No
man with any pretensions to being a
gentleman dreamed of appearing on a
Sunday clad in flannels or a lounge
suit or knickerbockers; while now the
impression one gets on looking at the
ill-dressed assemblage of men is that
each one has but one suit and lives in
it.

No one objects of course to a man’s
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going about, perhaps even more than is
necessary, in his scanty boating gar-
ments or football clothes, but one does
object to, and quake for the future man-
ners of the man who will not take the
trouble to change his morning dress
when accompanying ladies - in evening
gowns - to theatre or concert, or who
will saunter in by himself clad in flan-
nels just as he has returned from tennis
or cricket. A cloth cap is the head-gear
he clings to when paying calls, whether

on Sunday or Monday.

Of course there are some brilliant ex-
ceptions, men who never forget that
they are gentlemen; but as a rule the
old ‘varsity man must feel keen disgust
and disappointment when he sees the
general slovenliness in dress and man-
ner of the men who have taken his
place. For the credit of the universities
and the manners of the men, it is to be

hoped that a reaction will soon set in.
